Stress is laid on writing topic
sentences, supporting ideas, note-taking, editing, coherence,
gathering information and exploring ideas. It is geared towards
promoting students' critical thinking skills. To achieve this aim,
academic writing topics related to students' own life, knowledge and
environment are emphasized.

This course offers an introductory level of study to the fundamentals
of design through hands-on project work. Students will learn the
fundamental vocabularies, principles and concepts of design, colour
and visual communication. They will design compositions that
incorporate each of the six elements of design (Dot, Line,
Shape/form, Colour, Texture, and Typeface), and employ each of the
principles of design (Rhythm, Contrast, Metaphor, Balance, etc.).
They will also experiment with colouring techniques, colour theory,
and colour associations. Students will also learn about the use of
mass, volume, void, shadow, and light to design three-dimensional
forms. They will also learn about the art of origami. The course also
introduces students to a variety of materials that can be used in design
including plastic, metal, wood, cardboard, latex, foam-board, etc.
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Artistic Photography (1) s ooRal) aul FA 121 1Rl gy

This course introduces students to photography and deals with the
terminology of both digital and traditional photography, but with
particular emphasis on digital photography basics. The course covers
traditional black and white darkroom techniques as well as digital
imaging techniques. Students learn how to operate a camera,
produce, and compose an image, adjust lighting and depth of field, . .
use filters and exposure meters, and digitally manipulate photos.
Students also learn about the various camera formats and digital
photography devices before they learn a variety of digital
manipulation techniques to prepare photos for print and online
publication. Students are expected to develop a portfolio of photos
based on specific themes, and to present their photos accompanied
by music of their own choice.

History of Graphic Design 1 yukall au\ FA 122 1 uRal) e

This course chronologically surveys the history of graphic design
and how the industry evolved from the prehistoric age of cave
paintings, through the industrial revolution, to the recent age of
digital technology. It concentrates on the origins of graphic
communication, the development of the alphabet, the advent of | : ) Rdl Caay
printing. It introduces students to major graphic movements and
schools such as the Arts and Crafts Movement, Bauhaus, Art
Nouveau, Constructivism, Futurism, De Stijl, Art Deco, Modernism,
Post-Modernism, etc. It also introduces pioneering designers and
famous design artifacts from various cultures.

Drawing Techniques (1) s kel aul FA 210 kel ey

This course introduces the students to the basic materials required for
drawing ranging between good quality sketchbooks size A3 and A2
and various types of paper such as fabriano, canson, suitable pencils
with a wide tonal range, charcoal pencils or sticks, paper stumps, ink
pens, soft and oil pastels. The students will learn the basic elements
of drawing, dot, line, shape, form, colour, and texture through
various drawing techniques such as freehand drawing, direct
observation drawing, drawing from pictures. The subjects of drawing
range from natural objects (shells, stones, leaves, fruits, vegetables,
flowers.... etc) to static objects (shoes, pots, candles, glasses,
watches, handbags, mobiles, books). Modelling the objects through
the correct tonal shades will be the final stage of their drawings either
in pencils, pens, charcoal or pastels.
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Painting Techniques s ooRal) aul FA 211 1Rl gy

The course introduces the students to various colouring media such
as watercolours, gouache, tempra, acrylic, oil paints and the suitable
tools for each medium through practicing different painting
techniques: wet or dry, wet on wet, dry on wet, and dry on dry. The
students will apply the aforementioned techniques in studying | ad) Cia

colouring methods from natural elements followed by a study of 2 -
famous painting. The course offers different colouring media on a
variety of surfaces such various types of paper and canvas in order
to discover the medium they prefer working with. The students apply
their study of colouring techniques into forming their own
compositions with medium they handle best.

This course addresses the techniques and approaches used to
generate traditional and software-based illustrations through the
visualization, sketching, and digital illustration of ideas. It helps
students develop their manual and electronic drawing skills with
particular focus on composition, colour, perspective, proportions of | 2l Caag
human figures. It introduces students to using the vector-drawing
program, Adobe Illustrator, to generate vector-based graphics that
can be used in printed and online media. Students will learn how to
use Adobe Illustrator as a tool to create artwork from models, still
life elements, nature, and cartoons as well as from their imagination.




Principles of Animation s ooRal) aul FA 226 1Rl gy

This course guides students through the history and future of
animation with references to particular examples developed by
leading animators. It also introduces the principles of animation
including squash and stretch, arc, timing, anticipation, staging, etc. | ad) Coa
The course covers all types and styles of animation as well as the 2 -
processes involved in animation; from brainstorming and
researching a concept, scripting, and storyboarding, through the
preparation, to the visualization and execution of the animated film
in Adobe Flash.

Art Criticism kel and FA318 1 uRal) ey

The course addresses visual arts in terms of vision and analysis and
outlines the beginnings of visual art and its development through the
Renaissance era up to the current century. The course involves a
detailed explanation of the various schools of art, the most important
features of each school, the most important stages that each school
underwent, the painting techniques adopted by each school, and the
key artists and artworks in each school. The views and opinions of | ad) Cia

experts and critics of those schools are discussed and also how these i J
views have changed upon the emergence of new schools. The
different views of supporters and opponents of these schools are also
discussed in order to demonstrate the differences in their analysis of
artworks and art schools. Students form their own attitudes and
points of view after studying and analysing all the schools, and they
acquire the skills of defending their opinions objectively and
reasonably based on scientific basis.

Comics Drawing s uRal) Al FA 319 tuRal)

This course gives a general idea about caricature drawing, its historic
background, the development of this art since ancient ages, and the
effective role of comic drawing worldwide. The different kinds of
comic drawing are highlighted including drawings that reflect | ad) Coa
politics, social aspects, sports, and media. Students study, in details, | -
the styles of different pioneers in this field. Students are trained to
draw caricatures in stages and to present them. Students are also
expected to gather and bring samples of caricatures in order to
analyse them and criticize them in class.

Advanced Animation s kel aul FA 326 1Rl ey

This is an advanced animation course. Students learn how to record
or add sound effects and also how to edit sound. They learn il

transition, zooming, motion-tweening, morphing, audio-visual
synchronization, and lipsync techniques. They also learn basic action
scripting in Adobe Flash in order to develop an interactive animation.
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
